
What does assessment look 
like in History? 

History teaching in KS1 always starts with a ‘knowledge harvest’ where teachers can assess what children already 
know to help inform planning. Children are then assessed at the end of each topic by a teacher based on a variety 
of learning experiences from discussions, observations and individual pieces of work. Children are assessed on 7 
historical skills. Assessments are shared between teachers to help with future planning and ensure any gaps or 
misconceptions can be rectified quickly. 
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
